WHY THE AMERICAN FLAG IS FOLDED 13 TIMES

Have you ever wondered why the flag of the United States of America is folded 13 times when it is lowered
or when it is folded and handed to the widow at the burial of a veteran? Here is the meaning of each of
those folds and what it means to you.

The FIRST is a symbol of life.

The SECOND is a symbol of our belief in eternal life;

The THIRD is made in honor and remembrance of the veterans departing our ranks who gave a portion of
their lives for the defense of our country to attain peace throughout the world.

The FOURTH represents our weaker nature, for as American citizens trusting in God, it is to Him we turn in
times of peace as well as in time of war for His divine guidance;

The FIFTH is a tribute to our country, for in the words of Stephen Decatur, "Our Country, in dealing with
other countries may she always be right; but it is still our country, right or wrong."

The SIXTH is for where our hearts lie. It is with our heart that we pledge allegiance to the flag of the United
States Of America, and to the Republic for which it stands, one Nation under God, indivisible, with Liberty
and Justice for all.

The SEVENTH is a tribute to our Armed Forces, for it is through the Armed Forces that we protect our
country and our flag against all her enemies, whether they be found within or without the boundaries of our
republic.

The EIGHTH is a tribute to the one who entered into the valley of the shadow of death, that we might see
the light of day, and to honor mother, for whom it flies on Mother's Day.

The NINTH is a tribute to womanhood; for it has been through their faith, their love, loyalty and devotion
that the character of the men and women who have made this country great has been molded.

The TENTH is a tribute to the father, for he, too, has given his sons and daughters for the defense of our
country since they were first born.

The ELEVENTH, in the eyes of a Hebrew citizen represents the lower portion of the seal of King David and
King Solomon, and glorifies in their eyes, the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.

The TWELTH, in the eyes of a Christian citizen, represents an emblem of eternity and glorifies, in their eyes,
God the Father, the Son, and Holy Spirit.

When the flag is completely folded, the stars are uppermost reminding us of our nation's motto, "In God We
Trust."

After the flag is completely folded and tucked in, it takes on the appearance of a cocked hat, ever reminding
us of the soldiers who served under General George Washington, and the sailors and marines who served
under Captain John Paul Jones, who were followed by their comrades and shipmates in the Armed Forces of
the United States, preserving for us the rights, privileges, and freedoms we enjoy today.

The next time you see a flag ceremony honoring someone that has served our country, either in the Armed
Forces or in our civilian services such as the Police Force or Fire Deparment, keep in mind the all important
reasons behind each and every movement. They have paid the ultimate sacrifice for all of us by honoring
ourflag and our Country.



GUEST SPEAKER:

David E. Lovelady completed a distinguished career in the U.S. Navy. He was a fighter pilot and test pilot. He
commanded an F-14 Tomcat fighter squadron with 350 personnel, which was selected as the Most Improved
squadron in the entire Atlantic Fleet. An official Navy survey showed the squadron had the highest morale of
any Navy command of any type since records have been kept. His squadron was the first U.S. squadron to be
fired on in the Middle East, and they incurred no losses. He went on to command an Air Wing composed of
nine squadrons of 80 aircraft of six different types, with 1,800 personnel home ported in seven States. He was
then Director of Weapons Engineering at the Naval Air Systems Command, where he was responsible for
management of several thousand engineers and scientists across the country conducting engineering, design,
research, and development for all weapons carried on Navy and Marine Corps aircraft. He had extensive
combat experience in Vietnam and the Middle East having flown 217 combat missions, and he completed his
career having piloted about 40 different types of aircraft with almost 4,000 flight hours and over 850 carrier
landings in deployments around the world and two tours of duty as a test pilot.

He spent over 17 years in business in the Washington, DC, area before he and his wife, Denise, moved to
Easton in 2005. It was his 40« move in his lifetime and he hopes his last. His son (a firefighter/paramedic for
Anne Arundel County), daughter-in-law (a Critical Care nurse at Anne Arundel Medical Center), and two
grandsons reside in Trappe, and his daughter (an intelligence specialist with the Drug Enforcement
Administration) and granddaughter live in Kennesaw, Georgia.

Mr. Lovelady obtained a Bachelors degree from the U.S. Naval Academy. He is a graduate of the U.S. Naval Test

Pilot School, an inductee into the Society of Experimental Test Pilots, and a former astronaut finalist. He is

President of the Eastern Shore Chapter of the U.S. Naval Academy Alumni Association, and he is the past

Treasurer of the Eastern Shore Council of the Navy League. He is a Life Member of the Naval Academy Alumni

Association, the U.S. Naval Institute, and the Association of Naval Aviation. He is also President of the
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Achievement Medal for work associated with the Iran Hostage situation, the Vietnamese Air Cross of

Gallantry with gold star, and numerous unit, campaign, and service awards.
